§ Do you believe that everyone shoudd have an
“equal opportunity to run for a Student Board
office? Do you feel that the social committee
should be structured in such a way as to elime
inate the duvlication of roles which the pre-
sent members experienced this nast year? This
Wednesday in front of the auditorium you will
have the opportunity of voting "yes" or "no',
If two-thirds of the voters vote "yes" then the
following amendments will become part of the
student govermment constitution,

Elections: Any student desiring to run for
Board office simply declares his camdidacy in
writing prior to the election. The Board
can not deny candidacy to any student although
all candidates must be approved by the Dean
of Student Personnel. (Fonmerly the Board
nominated candidates during a closed nomination
meeting and these were approved by the Dean
of Student Personnel) If there is an excessive
number of candidates for the same office there
will be a primary electiom with the three top
candidates being eligible for the general
election,

Social Committee Structure: The present
social committee consists of the class officers
.and has the vice-president of the Board acte
ing as chairman, This duplication of roles
is not beneficial to the student<body as a
.whole nor to the members offi the committee,

The proposed amendment would have the Social
Committee Chairman elected by the students and
he would have a voting position on the Board,
Each class would elect onme rep for the

Social Committee, The vice-president of each
class would also serve on the committee in
order to co-ordinate the activities of their

classes with those of the Social Committees,
John O'Kane commented on this amendment
which he proposed, "Duh, I like it."

Many events have been s ponsored this
year, resting on the patronage of the students
for their main support, and several of these
evert s have fallen through., May I mention
the Sweethesrt's Ball which macked in 111
counles. It must be realized that any social
event sponsored at Marian will only receive
the patronage of a limited number of the
students, Whether the students want big-time
entertainment, elaborate dances, or not, the
fact remains, that these events are not prac-
tical as it now exists without incurring a
financial deficit., And when money is lost,
scme students gripe., It's kind of a vicious
circle, isn't it?
