Further ,although it can be justly stated that many st dents are apathetic with respect to acti vties and responsibilities open to
students at Marian , such was not the case with the CARBON , as evidenced by the fact that se eral students expressed an interest
in the editorship. In addition the CARBON has had and still does have the help and support of a handful of students who ha e
faithfully written for ,illustrated ,and typed the CARBON.

In fairness to the present editors, the CARBON staff, Pam Wetula and Marian students who ARE the CARBON , we submit the
accurate and objective representation of the facts in the form of this editorial , and encourage anyone who feels or knows the
