Father Reine, professcr of reli-
gion at Marian College gnd dioce-
san censor of books, explained the
two divigions of pertinent Church
ru'ss, those regarding publishing
and reading. Previons ecensorship
and permission to publish extends
to books, pamphlets, and leaflets
concerning  Seriptore, Christian
ethies, prayer, and mysticiam, as
well az to holy pictures.

Special Permission Neeaded

Clergymen and religious must,
i addition, have special permis-
sion to write books of a secular
nature or to contribote to publica-
tions regularly attacking the Cath-
olic faith.

The prohibition of reading mat-
ter covors 12 classes of bools,
among them non-catholie transla-
tioms of the Bible, defences of here-
sy or schism, purpogeful attacks
upon religion and morals, and boals
failing to receive permission.

The Index, which contains thoze
books specifically condemned by
the Holy See, necessarily prohibits
the reading of the whole book and
every edition and translation, The
hishops may place books on the di-
oceaan index as well ng grant per-
miggion for reading.

Communism,

The cardinal was judged and prosecuted
by former avid Nazis, now conveniently
members of the “People’s Party.” His con-
vietion has been based on torture, bribery,
and perjury. The so-called leniency of the
eourt, results in life imprisonment for the
man who had devoted his life to caring for
the needs, spiritual and temporal, of his
vast flock.

Little ean here be said to add to the pro=
tests of the Holy Father and the govern-
ments of the world, but from the last pas-
toral letter of Cardinal Mindszenty may be
drawn inspiration and hope for all Chris-
tinnity. His Eminence has guoted Tertul-
lian, “Whatever we have done was for the
sake of the freedom of the Church, for the
protection of cur suffering people and for
the peace of our youth.” He insistently
repents that

. the world can deprive us of this
or of that, but it cannot deprive us
of our faith in Jesuz Christ . . .

Its temptations I de-
ride. I lovingly ask you to stand firm
with unflinching courage . . . We must

Cardinal Mindszenty has assored us, “Onee
we are in the state of grace we can rise to
the level of the Apostles who were plad to
suffer ostracism and dishonor for the sake
of Jesus."

Despite outstanding contrasts there is a
bagie sameness in the two plays, for in the
words of Mr. Evans, “Shaw writes a rhyth-
mic prose wWhich is almost poetry . . | calling
for the same careful phrasing as Eliza-
bethan blank wverse."

Contemporary American paint-
ings, a Carnegie exhibit, and “Im-
pressionism  in  Art, Literature,
and Music,” a lecture, both at
John Herron art museum were ré-
cently attended by Marian students.

Pieasso, Stephen Crane, and De-

Cundiff cited Robert Browning as
an early impressionist and Thomas
Wolfe and Stephen Crane as more
recent exponents of that style.

DeBussy Demonstrated

Mr. Martin Marks, accomplished
pianist, illustrated his lecture by
playing compositions of DeBussy,
ineluding The Engulfed Cathedral.
Mr. Marks claimed that there has
not been a great musical impres-
sionist sinece DeBussy because that
composer exhausted this field.

The lecturers emphasized the
effect of impressionism om all
phases of art and its importance
